
Loma Portal Dolphins Parent Survey Results ~ May 2010 
 

193 surveys returned 
 

1. Majority of parents prefer after school evening events on Thursdays (45%), 
followed by a tie for Fridays and Wednesdays (21%), and Mondays (19%) 

2. Parents are most likely to attend PTA and Foundation meetings on Thursdays 
(35%), followed by Wednesdays (30%), Tuesdays (29%), Mondays (25%), and 
Fridays (18%) 

3. 34% of parents prefer PTA and Foundation meetings be held 6:00-7:00pm, 28% 
prefer 5:30-6:30pm, 25% prefer 4:00-5:00pm, 23% prefer 5:00-6:00pm,  and 10% 
prefer 7:30-8:30am 

4. Parents are most likely to attend a parent training/class held on Thursdays (33%), 
followed by Tuesdays (31%), Wednesdays (30%), Fridays (19%), and Mondays 
(17%) 

5. Parents prefer parent trainings/classes at this time:  6:00-7:00pm (31%), 5:30-
6:30pm (26%), 4:00-5:00pm (19%), 5:00-6:00pm (17%), 7:30-8:30am (9%) 

6. Parents are most likely to attend Coffee with the Principal on Fridays ((35%), 
Tuesdays (32%), Thursdays (27%), Mondays (23%), Wednesdays (21%) 

7. Parents prefer a Coffee with the Principal time to be 9:15-10:15am by 59%,  7:30-
8:30am by 21%, 4:00-5:00pm by 17%, after 5:00pm by 1% 

8. Our family’s favorite things about Loma Portal are: 
Teachers 35%, Community 20%, Festivals 8%, Neighborhood School 7% 

9. Numerous ideas for next year’s activities were shared, none received more than 5  
votes (see ideas on tally sheet)
