Meeting called to order at 5:22 p.m.

OLD BUSINESS:  

· Minutes from Oct. 29, 2009 SGT meeting were reviewed.  Susanna Holcomb motioned to approve and Edie Duncan seconded; all in favor.

NEW BUSINESS:

1)  Student Data Updates 
Glenda Gerde reviewed data with the committee.  Our current SMART goal in Literacy is 79% proficiency for the 2009/2010 school year.   Current data as of January 2010 shows Loma Portal at 81%.  Math SMART goal for the 2009/2010 school year is 81% proficiency; current data as of January 2010 shows Loma Portal at 88% proficiency.
Site is working on compiling data that correlates to CST results.

Second Language (EL) SMART goals are 48% proficiency in Literacy and 54% proficiency in Math for the 2009/2010 school year.  Current data places Loma Portal at 33% proficiency in Literacy and 57% proficiency in Math.

2)  Additional Student Supports 

Strategies that are in place include targeting third grade.  The EL teacher is providing push-in support for Literacy and pull-out support for Math.  Another strategy is rewarding students with Math medals for multiplication.  A power push-in model takes place on Thursdays and Fridays so students can work with a teacher/staff in small groups to support math skills.
PUBLIC INPUT:

On behalf of school parents, Susanna Holcomb asked why the custodian has begun locking the kindergarten playground gate within ten minutes of the afternoon bell.  Glenda Gerde explained that the school is following school protocol.  There is no supervision provided after school hours and the District is responsible for students as long as they remain on school grounds after school.  It becomes a liability, as well as, a safety issue.
