Year 2007/08 Treasurer Terri Webster presented the June 30, 2008 report.  Fund balance was $28,829.  Motion to approve checks written in June made by Amy Kinseth.  Motion seconded and approved.  

New Business:
Discussed best time for monthly PTA meeting.   Motion by Kate Lubsen to hold meetings on the third Wednesday of the month 5:30-6:30pm.  Motion was seconded and approved.    Next meeting is September 17, 2008.

Michelle Huber said to count all money received, preferably with another member and turn into the Treasurer or President as soon as possible.  DO NOT leave money in the office. 

Marcia Berneger made a presentation and requested $1,170 for the First Friday program in the 2008/09 school year.  Item was discussed and tabled until September.
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Terri Webster presented the proposed 2008/2009 budget.    The budget proposes to spend more money than is to be received.  This would reduce the reserve from $28,829 to $19,079 which will bring the fund closer to the recommended minimum fund balance of $18,000.    If the reserve reduces to $19, 079 by school year end then raising revenues or reducing expenses would be required for the 09/10 school year to maintain a healthy fund balance.   Motion to approve the budget as proposed and amend if necessary for additional classrooms or First Friday program was made by Gia Stuckey.  The motion was seconded, discussed and approved.  
Leigh Burdine requested volunteers for K meet your teacher.

Karen Lowe asked for volunteers for Teacher back to school luncheon.

First Day K pictures, orientation and food were discussed.

Candy Szalay is asking for homes to show for 2009 Home and Garden Tour and volunteers.

Michelle announced every chair must fill out a blue form and give to Ruth Ann to reserve a date and place for events.

Angela Vedder and Leigh Ann Elledge volunteered to help with fall student pictures.

Michelle announced the fourth grade class of 2008 will donate artwork to the school with the extra money they raised;   said a comprehensive PTA welcome packet will be prepared and handed out to every student;   and handed out and reviewed Principal Glenda Gerde’s August 20, 2008 memo.
