2. Last year Gia started looking into Loma Portal PTA changing over to a PTO.  Since 2004, not including this year, we have sent almost $5,000 to National PTA in insurance and membership.  The topic needs more research and will come back for a vote if a change is recommended.    An update will be given in January.

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4. We have already outgrown the popcorn machine due to high sales demand.  Motion to spend up to $950 on a 12 – 16 oz machine and to sell the old one was made by Leigh Ann Elledge.  Motion seconded and approved.

· Cookie Dough Fund Raiser-  Rachel Millam has volunteered to chair this fundraiser to be held in February.  

· Holiday Gift Shop- Kathee Weisenberg said they have completed 2,600 hand made items to sell.  Items cost between $.50 and $2.00.  Children are asked to only shop for immediate family and grandparents since items are limited.  Items left after all classes have shopped will be open for all on Friday.  Volunteers are needed to help the children shop.  Shop will open December 8-12, 2008.

· Recycling program- Amy Kinseth reported the first pick up was the biggest on the Point at 80 lbs which brings in about $25 for the PTA.
