Minutes: 
 Minutes from the June 10, 2009 meeting were read.  April Dorman motioned to approve the minutes.  Motion seconded and approved.

Treasurer’s report:  

Tom Xitco presented the August 31, 2009 and September 28, 2009 report.  Fund balance at September 28, 2009 was $20,727.   If you have any questions contact Tom or Michelle.       April Dorman motioned to approve checks written for July thru September 28, 2009.  Motion seconded and approved.  
Review & Approve Budget for 09/10 School Year
Tom Xitco presented the 2009/10 School Year Budget.  It begins with a balance of $22,749 and ends with a balance of $22,169.  Expenses exceed budget by $580.   To start the year the budget is conservative with the goal to preserve the fund balance due to the economy.  The budget can be revised later.  April Dorman motioned to approve the budget.  Motion seconded and approved.
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Mindy Fenska, Librarian
Mindy thanked the PTA for funding her position in past years.  She believes the District will follow thru and fund her position this year.  She requests to spend $6,500 of the savings from not funding her position for new library books.  She is grateful that the PTA book fair funded new resource books but there are many needs to replace other outdated books.  
April Dorman motioned to approve spending $6,500 on books contingent on the District not billing the PTA for Mindy’s position.  Motion seconded.   After discussion the motion was tabled until October or later to confirm the District is funding the librarian position.

9. New binders for PTA positions will be handed out soon.   ALL positions will have a hanging file in the filing cabinet.  A folder for all forms will be created.  

10. Yellow folders-all forms are due.  Michelle hopes to compile the folders September 30th.  She estimates 425 folders are needed to cover all students and extra.

Michelle requested approval to have our PTA logo on the flyers for TGA Golf – returning program will be Tuesday’s after school; Chess Club-currently researching vendors; and Mad Science.  These events meet insurance guidelines.    Leigh Burdine motioned to approve allowing our PTA logo to be on approved program flyers.  Motion seconded and approved.
13. Get your volunteer application & TB test turned in.   If take TB test outside of school site turn pink card in within 60 days of test.
14. The revised PTA by-laws have been submitted for approval by the state PTA.  Once approved, they will be returned to be ratified by this association.    
Principal’s Report: Glenda Gerde
Glenda presented our school’s latest CST scores.  Loma Portal scored in the top 10 out of about 120 schools for increases in the English Language Learner scores.    We exceeded our own goals set for our school too.  This is quite an accomplishment.  Glenda thanked the teachers and parents for their support.
